This is the inspiring story of Will and Kale who, at 15 and 16 years of age, set out to cycle from Coffs Harbour to Sydney to raise funds for cancer research.
After months of training and fundraising in the local community, an event will be held at Bishop Druitt College in Coffs Harbour (2pm, Friday 24 June) to farewell the two local students.

“There are many wonderful fundraisers who hold events and activities for us throughout the year, but Will and Kale are particularly famous around the ACRF office,” says Jill Deering, General Manager of the Australian Cancer Research Foundation (ACRF).
 “The way these two young men have motivated the entire community to raise funds for cancer research is a fantastic achievement - local business, schools, the council, and even their local bank branch were involved.

Following a series of fair days, cake stalls, school fundraisers and more, Will and Kale’s fundraising total is currently sitting at just over $9 thousand. It will take just a small contribution from NSW locals to get them over the line.
